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Ever since I got my 99 Banshee I’ve been pushing for more power, speed, and performance.  That sounds like every dune and dirt rider’s quest. On my journey I have found Boyesen Rad Valve with Carbon Fiber Reeds.

Reed valves are located between the carburetor and the crankcase. They allow your air/fuel mixture to enter your combustion chamber without escaping before combustion. Boyesen reed differs from stock because it has a carbon-fiber top. This means the reed will be able to respond quicker with the changes in engine pressure. More air/fuel in, and less air/fuel out is what our engine is looking for.

I replaced my stock reed valves with Boyesen Rad Valve and Reeds and was not surprised to notice a difference.  The throttle response is a lot sharper and I noticed quicker acceleration in low and mid range power. My top-end is now really smooth. It is nice to really get the feel of my Banshee’s powerband.

Installation

I installed my Boyesen Rad Valves in about 30 minutes.  Each valve requires the removal of the intake manifold. The manifold is removed by unscrewing 4 bolts with an allen wrench. Pull the manifold back and tap the stock valve with a screwdriver and it will pop out. Install the new valve, screw on the 4 bolts and your ready to go.

Conclusion

A lot of products that are on Banshee’s, including mine, are meant to look good and catch people’s attention. Although I never get to look at my Boyesen Rad Valves and Reeds, unless I’m cleaning or modifying, I certainly know they are there. I really am happy with the performance of these valves as they give me the fast acceleration and smoothness that I’m looking for.
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
