The Toomey  Banshee Pipe Kit (T5K2C)

Intro
Toomey Racing USA provides great all around products for Banshee’s and other high performance machines. If your looking for an awesome aftermarket product that  just  bolts on and gives a big increase in power and performance, then  Toomey has the right products for you. I installed aToomey exaust on my Banshee and I got a huge jump in power, an awesome sounding and looking Banshee, and a smooth wide range power band.  The increase in speed from this kit allows my bike to scream up the hill in the races.

 The Toomey Banshee Pipe Kit (T5K2C) comes with chrome exhaust pipes, silencers, a re-jetting kit for the carbs, and a 2:1 air filter. My bike has gotten a lot of looks ever since I installed the chrome Toomeys. The re-jet kit, which is from Dyno-Jet Corp., allows for precise fuel to air mixture for the Toomey exhaust set up. The 2 into 1 air filter allows for greater air intake by having a greater surface area.  This filter is easier to clean and works better than a stock air filter.
Installation 

Installing the Toomey Pipe kit requires removal of the stock pipes, removing the stock air box, and re-jetting of the carbs. If you know how to crank a wrench and twist a screwdriver, then you can do this installation yourself.  

Removal of the stock pipes requires unbolting two bolts on each pipe and three bolts on each silencer. There are two springs that must be pulled off at each exhaust flange. Pull the silencers out the back and pull the pipes out sideways. It’s a good idea to re-jet the carbs before installing the shinny new pipes because it’s a tight squeeze. 

The stock air box and carb boots will be replaced, so un-bolt the box and unscrew the boots and put them into storage or the trash can.

Re-jetting the carbs requires removal of the carbs and T.O.R.S. unit. This process has many small steps. Toomey supplies easy to read instructions for each process in the installation of the jets and needles. 

After the carbs are re-jetted and installed then I put the 2 into 1 air filter on. The air filter must be oiled with filter oil before installing. The Toomey exhaust kit comes with an “Outerwear” that slips on over the filter for maximum filtration from dirt and sand. The filter boots screw directly on the carbs. 

Lastly I installed my pipes and silencers. I lightly oiled the “O” rings of the pipes and slightly twisted and wiggled the pipe until it fit into the pipe outlet. I then hooked the pipe springs to the pipe and loosely tightened the bolts. I slid the silencers in from the back of the bike and connected the pipe and silencer. Toomey supplies a rubber boot for the connection. I used the rubber boot and an aftermarket chrome clamp for the connection. Then I tightened the two silencer bolts and front pipe bolts securely. I did the same with both sides of the bike. 

After I installed the Toomeys I put the seat on. After only a couple of kicks my bike screamed, and I was in heaven.
